
Small World, 1st Annual Small Works Multi-city Exhibition 2010
The Small World, Small Works project gives artists everywhere an opportunity to show their work in multiple cities**. You are assured a place 
in all Small World exhibition cities with your paid entry. Artists outside of the Chico Art Center area and abroad may participate. We hope to 
increase art awareness through the increased diversity that an international line-up will provide.  We are using a 12” by 12” canvas (by 1½” 
deep).  Canvasses are $20* each for members, $25.00* each for non-members, no limit. Out of area and out of country artists may purchase 
canvasses with added $10.00 shipping and handling for first canvas and $4.00 for each additional canvas. There is no limit to the number of 
entries allowed. See details on our website: www.chicoartcenter.com, or call 530-895-8726, 530-891-5945. 
*You may pay by phone, or online with a credit card or through Paypal. Or, you may submit your own canvas of same size- see website.
Artworks can be for sale throughout the exhibition period and artists agree to donate 30% of sales to the Chico Art Center. At the close of the 
exhibition CAC will host a fundraising auction to sell the unsold artworks whereupon artists donate 50% of auction sales to CAC. It is our inten-
tion to create an excellent opportunity for people to see and buy artworks by artists from all over the world.

Reception:  Saturday, November 6, 7-9PM
Drop-off for Hand-delivered works: Wednesday, November 3, 4-7PM. No early or late drop-offs will be accepted.  
Shipped works must arrive by: Tuesday November 2, before 4PM
Pick-Up for Hand-delivered works:  Artists will be notified at the closing of the last exhibition.

Requirement Check List 
• Do not frame the canvas; you may paint the edges but it is not required.  Hanging wire is not required.
• All work must be completely dry.  
• Shipped works must be sent in a reusable packing container/crate. Return shipping need not accompany the work unless it is Not For 
Sale. Artists of unsold works will be contacted to arrange return shipping after the end of the exhibition. 
• Each canvas must have your full name and a contact telephone number securely on the back
• A signed Entry Form (below) must accompany each work. NOTE:  Remember, if you wish to opt out of being included in the fundraising 
auction, check box at bottom of form.
•  Artists of shipped works may pay return shipping and handling through our website (www.chicoartcenter.com) with credit card or Paypal.
